YOU WILL NEED

e Yarn of your choice in colors: black,
white, mint green, light mint green
and pink;

e Crochet hook suitable for the yarn
of your choice;

® A piece of plastic or cardboard to cut
a disk from (highly recommended);

® Toy stuffing;
e Needle, pins, stitch marker.

To make the toy you see in these photos
we used 1,4 mm crochet hook, 100%
cotton yarn called «Yarn» from «Flying
Tiger» for the neck and the head and
100% cotton yarn «Alize Bella» for
everything else.

Pay attention to the top part: it should
not be flat, it should have a nice hemi-
sphere shape.

Fasten off leaving a tail about 10 cm
long and cut the yarn. Using a tapestry
needle, weave the yarn tail through
the front loop of each stitch and pull
tight to close. Weave in the end.

WINGS

This part is crocheted in rows. Crochet
loosely so it's easier to work slsts and
keep it nice and flat. Change color every
two rounds, alternating between black
and white.

There’s actually no need to count stitches
on this part. Just make sure to keep it flat
and check if the top line is straight,

so the wings are easy to sew to the body
and aren't curling up. If you feel like an extra
increase needs to happen, justdo it ;)

If the yarns you use have the same thick-
ness, you may probably want to make this
part smaller.

Using yarn leftovers, embroider small
feathers all over the bird's body and
neck. Give it some eyes, make claws out
of crafting materials you have on hand.
Put the collar onto the bird's neck. Done!
